SAT 13 We leave from our departure city on our overnight flight to BEIJING CAPITAL. 

TUE 16 Today, late morning, we depart for the new airport at DAXING. This is the new home for several 
Chinese airlines, including China United and  China Southern and China Eastern, as well as other companies
and International flights. We have the rest of the day viewing from our hotel.which is between the main runways

WED 17 We have the whole day here, at the hotel, or around the new airport. 

THU 18 Mid-morning, we depart by coach to TIANJIN and our airport Hotel. Free afternoon. 

FRI 19 At lunchtime we transfer to the airport for our early afternoon flight to HO CHI MINH city.
We transfer to our hotel, THE IBIS, then can spot from the hotel roof, or use a bar at the end of the runway.. . 

SAT 20 Again, a relaxing breakfast we have a full day on the roof, with chance to visit the nearby Yak 40 
and The War remnants museum.

At lunchtime we fly to GUANGZHOU and our hotel between the terminals. Free evening.

SUN 14 On arrival, we clear immigration and take the shuttle to the CORDIS HOTEL. This has excellent
views from the rooms, or you can walk over to the mound at the end of the middle runway.

MON 15 Completly free day at Capital airport.

At 11am we drive directly to SHENZHEN and our Airport hotel is joined to the terminal, with 
great views of the 2 runways.

WED 24 Lunchtime departure across the land border to HONG KONG, directly to our hotel. In the 
afternoon, we have a choice of viewing from the hotel, or the airport Skydeck.

THU 25 A full day in Hong Kong.

FRI 26 Our final day, with flights back home, arriving back
